The Heinrich Heine University Düsseldorf funding programme

Scholarship recipients receive €300 in support per month for 

two semesters.

In addition to the financial support, this programme 

offers scholarship recipients the opportunity to participate in 

events with “their” donors.

New and existing HHU students from all faculties and 

study programmes who meet specific performance criteria 

can apply. 

There are also two funding lines for students with at least 

one underage child and individuals seeking advancement 

through education who are eligible for the maximum 

award rate under the Federal Training Assistance Act 

(BAföG).
